developed in collaboration with awarding body OCR. The rigorous accreditation
process comprises self-assessment verified by external scrutiny.

e AEBE holders speak the language of business AND the language of education. They
find out what schools and colleges need, and link them with employers who can help.

¢ Government policy states that the AEBE is to become a compulsory brokerage
standard for education business partnership services. All education business
partnership organisations should be working towards this new brokerage standard,;
and from April 2011, every organisation should have achieved this Award in order to
receive public funding.

e There are currently 73 holders of the Award and a further 53 awaiting assessment.
